COURABYRA (KOO-RAH-BY-RAH) translates to ‘pleasant place, family
gathering’- paying respect to the original landowners of the Tumbarumba
region, a region named by the Wiradjuri people to mean ‘Hollow Sounding
Ground'.

Natural wine? The wines on our menu that have this denoted next to
them are made by the most dogmatic of producers.
